GTCCC INTERCLUB 2008

RULES OF COMPETITION

1) The competition is open to members of all GTCCC member clubs that are in good standing, i.e., have paid dues in accordance with the By-laws.

2) The Interclub 2008 competition has four (4) categories. For all categories, the Original Image (or images or image elements) must be the work of the entrant. Any image which fails to meet the criteria of the category will be declared ineligible and disqualified from the competition.

a) Nature Images: The following Nature Definition will be used: Nature Photography depicts Nature subjects, such as animals, birds, plants, geology and phenomena not produced by man. Evidence of the “hand of man” and man’s specialized environment is to be avoided. The accurate record of the subject is the primary objective.  Photographs of cultivated plants, domesticated and/or obviously controlled specimens, mounted specimens and museum groups are ineligible. Zoo and game farm specimens, butterfly conservatory specimens etc. are acceptable if there is no visible evidence of the hand of man in the photograph.

b) In addition, digital images in Nature Photography must follow the definition of Digital Realism: “No elements may be moved, cloned, added, deleted, rearranged or combined. No manipulation or modification is permitted except resizing, cropping, selective lightening or darkening, and restoration of original color of the scene. No special effect filters can be applied. Any sharpening must appear natural.” 

Any manipulation or modification to the original image is limited to minor retouching and must not alter the content of the original scene. 

c) The photographer, must have taken the original image, regardless whether the medium is film or digital.

d) Pictorial Images: There is no subject/context limitation. Note that the entrant should enter images which qualify as "Nature" in the Nature Images category. Pictorial Images may be digitally altered, however, All digital manipulation must be done by the entrant.

e) Colour Prints: There is no subject/context limitation. Both entrant-made and commercial prints are eligible. However, all digital manipulation must be done by the entrant.

f) Monochrome Prints: There are no subject/context limitations. Prints may be toned, hand tinted, or coloured with a single colour. Both entrant-made and commercial prints are eligible. However, all digital manipulation must be done by the entrant.

3) Each entrant may submit a maximum of two (2) images in each category. NOTE: Individual Entrants who are members of more than one club are NOT entitled to submit multiple entries. However, their entry may be sub-divided between the clubs that the member belongs to. 

4) all images are eligible for Individual Awards and will be used to determine Club Awards. 

5) in each category there will be 5 top awards and a quantity of Honourable Mentions. The awards are as follows:

a) one top award - first (no ties), 

b) one second place award, 

c) one third place award,

d) maximum of 2 "best of" awards out of 4 possible "best of "sub-categories",

e) honourable mentions equalling between 4% & 8% of the entries receiving an acceptance score: ≥ 16.

6) All original images, i.e., negatives, transparencies, & digital files, must have been taken/created after December 31, 2002 (five-year limitation).

7) All images must be the substantive work of the entrant. Original images made in workshops without significant ownership by the entrant may be disqualified from the competition, e.g., model lighting and positioning must have been directed by the maker.

8) Any/all digital manipulation of any image in any category must be done by the entrant. Refer to b) 1. above for restrictions to Nature manipulation.

9) There are two sub-classes in each Print Section: Large Prints and Small Prints.  All Prints must be mounted on a solid mount board, with the following dimensions: Large Prints must be mounted on a board measuring 16”x20”.   Small Prints must be mounted on a mounting board measuring 8.5”x12”. Prints can be any size within these 2 dimensions.  Prints may be matted, but any matt must affixed to the mounted print. Prints with frames, glass, wire hooks, or other hanging devices, or which include title or individual name on the front will be disqualified. The back of the print must be one contiguous mount surface and must be clear of any material that could cause damage or stick to another print. Prints taped to a matt in any manner, or having velcro, etc., covered with tape will be disqualified. The Interclub label must be attached to the uppermost position available on the back of the print mount/backing, in the orientation the print is to be presented. 

10) There is an entry fee of $1 per image in any of the 4 categories. 

11) For Pictorial & Nature categories, the film images will be presented & scored followed by the digital images. For digital projection, the laptop/projector/screen combination will be calibrated in situ prior to the competition using the GTCCC's Spyder2 Pro system. PSA projection standards will apply for film projection. In addition, image size on the screen must result in the projected digital image size equalling the equivalent film image size and luminance value. That is if the set-up for an uncropped film vertical or horizontal image is 5' wide, then the 768 pixel horizontal or vertical digital "white light image" will also be 5' wide. And the resultant luminance on-screen will be identical. All awards will be made from the combined film/digital entries.

12) Digital Images: Digital images will be projected in the orientation they are presented. 

a) Image Identification Standards: GTCCC convention is: C=colour print, M=mono print, ND=Nature Digital, NF=Nature Film, PD=Pictorial Digital, & PF=Pictorial Film.

i) the image name format for a print is: club code, maker #, category identifier, and image #, 

examples:     

· BP05C2:
Brampton Photo Group, maker #05, Colour Print, 2nd colour print by maker #05

· TF01M1:
Toronto Focal Forum, maker #01, Mono Print, 1st mono print by maker #01,
ii) the image name format for digital and film projection is: club code, maker #, category identifier, digital (D) or film (F) identifier, and image #,

examples:     

· TG05ND2:
Toronto Guild, maker #05, Nature Digital, 2nd nature image by maker #05,
· CC15NF1:
Country Images CC, maker #15, Nature Film, 1st nature image by maker #15,
· ET09PD2:
Etobicoke CC, maker #09, Pictorial Digital, 2nd pictorial image by maker #09,

· TC22PF1:
Toronto CC, maker #22, Pictorial Film, 1st pictorial image by maker #22.

b) Film Image Standards: All transparencies must be in 2" x 2" mounts so as to fit into a Kodak Universal tray. Slides must be properly spotted for projection, and will be judged as spotted, and must include your name and title on the mount. Your club rep will encode your slide mount according to GTCCC requirements. Slides mounted with label or tape, which inhibits projection, will be declared ineligible. 

c) Print Standards: Include your name & title on the back of each print. Your club rep will affix the requisite Interclub label and complete the identification code to the back of each print.

d) Digital Image Standards:

i) image size: maximum 768 pixels on the longest side (whether horizontal or vertical) - note that this is also CAPA's new standard,

ii) image format: JPEG

iii) recommended colour profile: sRGB 

e) Entry Form & Image Submission: 

i) review the image identification standards, and the digital image standards, 

ii) complete the individual entry form, using all UPPER CASE characters,

iii) submit your film and print images suitably packaged to minimise damage and your digital entries to your club representative according to his/her instructions.

iv) your club rep may request you apply the image identifier to your image & to your entry form. Refer to the examples under a) above and select your club code from the table below.

13) All entries must be submitted to the GTCCC host clubs at the January 22, 2008 GTCCC Council meeting.

14) All entries may be used, with or without entrant identification, at the Interclub Presentation. However, because of the constraints of time and space, the GTCCC reserves the right to not display/present every image.

15) All entries will be returned to Club Representatives at the first GTCCC Council Meeting following the presentation. For image accounting & physical security, under no circumstances will any images be returned to anyone immediately following the presentation.
